From the Pastor’s Pen 
 

Parish Visitation by Bishop Paul Sanchez 
 

 Last Saturday Bishop Paul Sanchez in his capacity as Regional Bishop of Queens and on behalf of Bishop 
DiMarzio made an official visitation to Incarnation.  It was the first visitation of the parish since I arrived on July 1, 
2009.  The parish staff with members of the Parish Pastoral Council, Finance Council and Trustees joined him for a 
working lunch meeting before he celebrated the 5PM Vigil Mass. 
 Bishop Sanchez spent some time with Father Chris and myself in the rectory before a very cordial meeting with 
everyone together in the OLPH Meeting Room.  The discussions were frank and can be divided into two topics. 
 Firstly, we discussed in particular the past actions of bishops in the US and beyond concerning abusive priests.  
There was unanimity in the horror, frustration, anger, scandal and embarrassment that these indefensible actions have 
caused in the life of the Faithful locally and throughout our country.  We were assured that for a decade and a half now 
things have changed concerning the reporting of abuse and further changes regarding the bishops themselves is expected 
in the near future. 
 Secondly, the group assessed parish life at Incarnation and what can be done to build on what is presently 
accomplished here each day through the goodness of so many.  I specifically highlighted the blessings that have come 
with Father Chris’ presence among us.  The parish is so rich in diversity and yet that diversity is more a stepping stone 
to God’s greater glory than a stumbling block to Babel.  Nevertheless, there are still many in our community who 
profess themselves to be Catholic that have not found their way to the Sunday Celebration of the Eucharist.  In 
particular, the place of young people and parish outreach to them was discussed.  It was noted that this is the first time  
parish youth will participate with the Holy Father at World Youth Day. 
 The follow up that I look for now is to reflect on what was discussed at the visitation discussions with the parish 
staff and councils and see where we can go from here.  There is certainly much to be done here at Incarnation.  I hope 
you will seriously consider joining with others so that we can continuing doing great things together for the service of 
others and the Glory of God!
